Pattern matching, mitred corners, applique and many more

You will produce a range of samples to support your construction of a final 
Roman blind, such as a mitred corner, pattern match and 2 sample blinds.  
You will also research Interior design.

You will produce a portfolio of work to showcase your designs and the course combines theory and practical work.

Who is this course for?

This course is designed for those with prior sewing

experience and will develop your existing skills.

You may want to develop your skills to City and 
Guilds standards to support self-employment; 
selling online or at craft fairs etc.

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What do I need for this course?

You will need (for the first lesson):

· Paper scissors

You will receive information on further resources required when you start the course – the cost of the equipment is approximately £100. Support for resources could be available subject to eligibility. 
Where will this course take place?

This course will run at Manygates Centre and you will attend once a week for 3 hours up to 24 weeks
