You will develop techniques using line, tone, tint, form and shape - experimenting with a variety of mediums and technique and providing you with the opportunity to develop a full and impressive portfolio.  You will complete four units including 
design which will further develop your understanding of primary and tertiary colours and where you will research traditional and contemporary artists. Experimenting with a wide range of media will help you add depth and texture to your designs and you will have the opportunity to use media you may not have used before, for example, ink, acrylics, watercolours, charcoal, pastels and more.
Who is this course for?

This course is ideal if you want to develop your own skills and learn 
how to be more experimental with your work.  It can support your 
application for higher education courses in art and design or help 

you build your skills if you are looking for a new enterprise for 
self-employment.
What do I need for this course?

You will receive information on further resources required when 
you start the course – the cost of the equipment is approximately

You will be assessed against the City and Guilds marking criteria which awards a pass, merit or distinction for each unit. Your work will also be quality assured by City & Guilds.
