What will I learn?

How to use embroidery and knitted techniques to create unique pieces of work.  

You will learn a wide range of embroidery stitches, creating a needle booklet, string art piece and embroidered pin cushion. This will develop your understanding and enable you to add an individual design to any piece of work.

With the knitting project you will learn basics of knitting, such as casting on, casting off, kit and purl stitch. You will also learn a variety of knitting techniques such as colour work, cable, increase and decrease. You will produce a selection of knitted squares demonstrating these techniques. You will also have the opportunity of completing an individual project towards the end of the course.

This course is suitable for complete beginners or those with some experience

What do I need for this course?

You will need (for the first lesson):

A notebook and pen

Scissors

A selection of embroidery threads

An embroidery needle
