What will I learn?





This course is not all about being ‘naturally gifted’ as an artist.  If you enjoy the world of art & design, love experimenting with different materials and textures or want to build a career in a creative field, then this course could be for you!





You will build techniques in drawing, painting and sculpting with clay, using a variety of mediums to samples different effects.  





Your tutor will encourage you to work small and large scale. You will learn how to develop 2D and 3D methods, such as sampling shape, form, pattern and texture  to create an inspiring portfolio of work.

Support 


The Fine Art pathway consists of an 8-week introduction and 2 components:


Component 1: you will build your portfolio based on a project provided by your tutor, for example, nature or the environment. Your portfolio will show your work from conception to completion (12 weeks). This component is 60% of your final grade.


Component 2: this is an externally set assignment.  You decide on your starting point and then you will have up to 10 weeks to experiment and plan your final piece which will be completed in a timed 10-hour exam (split over 2 days).  This component is 40% of your final grade.


You will receive regular 1-1 support from your tutor throughout the course with guidance on how to further develop your work and step outside of your comfort zone .  You will also be encouraged to give and receive constructive feedback to your fellow learners, which is a valuable experience for those building a career or selling their work.
