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Who is it for?

Learners who are 19+ who are already employed as a teaching assistant or have the Level 2 Certificate in Supporting Teaching & Learning in Schools qualification.  You will need to pay the full course fee (this includes a course text book).  There are options available to help you pay for your course which includes an Advanced Learning Loan, further advice will be given upon sign up.   
Important information about your course:

You will be invited to an enrolment workshop prior to the course starting to ensure your suitability for this course. 

If not already employed within the sector, you will be required to find a voluntary work placement within an appropriate school setting which provides a range of opportunities to support the level 3 standards.  This will be for a minimum 10 hours per week throughout the duration of the course.
You will be required to meet the requirements of an enhanced DBS. 

Where and when will it take place?

Courses take place on various dates at Manygates Adult Education Centre. Your course will run for a 34 week duration, you will study for 3 hours per week with each session building on knowledge from previous sessions

What do I need to bring with me?

Pen and notebook.

2 A4 folders to keep your work in.

How is the course assessed?

You will to compile a portfolio of evidence which will include some written assessments,  case studies & observations to gain the qualification.  The awarding body for this qualification is City & Guilds. 

Homework

Your tutor will be setting you homework to complete each week at home plus the 5 hours placement in a school each week required.
