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Who is it for?

Learners aged 19+ who are working at or above Level 2 who want to work towards a recognised GCSE qualification. GCSE qualifications are often required for academic study within higher education. 
Important information about your course:

You will be invited to an Enrolment Workshop prior to the course starting to ensure your suitability for GCSE study.  
The first 8 weeks is an introduction to help prepare you for GCSE study. At the end of the introduction there will be a one to one tutorial to discuss your suitability to progress to the full GCSE qualifcation course. This runs from September to early June.
Additional Learning Support may be available for you. This will be discussed at the enrolment workshop. 

When and where will the course take place?

GCSE English and maths are held at Manygates Education Centre on an evening for 3 hours 6:00pm – 9:00pm. You attend your lesson on a weekly basis. The course is fast paced studied over one year and you will be expected to do 3 hours of homework per week.
Homework

Access to ICT is required to support structured weekly homework. For maths, you will be supported to use an online maths learning platform.
What do I need to bring with me?

Please bring with you a pen and notebook to the first lesson. Your tutor will let you know what else you need for the course.

How is the course assessed?

You will undertake an assessment activity prior to the course starting to ensure that your existing English or Maths skills are already at level 2. Further assessments are used during the introduction course to ensure your suitability and agree any further support you may need.
Exams are usually towards the end of May and beginning of June. Confirmation of exact dates will be given later in the course.  Please avoid taking holidays in this period, as no other exam dates will be available.

Punctuality and Attendance

It is important for you to be committed to your learning by having good attendance and punctuality. This is a demanding, fast track course, which requires regular attendance, prompt completion of homework and catching up work from any missed sessions.
