What do I need to bring with me?

· Stylist’s and barbers work in close contact with clients from different age groups and backgrounds. Good social and interpersonal skills, discretion and respect for others are important characteristics. You will also need to have physical stamina as you are often on your feet all day

· Assessment is via the completion of practical assessments carried out following training and practice. Theory work is assessed through completion of an online test and weekly through course work.
